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Our Approach- Putting it all Together

Permaculture is a linking discipline based on understanding the natural patterns and principles for integrating
many and different parts into healthy wholes. Our approach is to give you a new perspective in sustainability
allowing you to create the patterns that connect the many and varied approaches and strategies found in
sustainability work today. We have now entered the era of post carbon transition, and permaculture
professionals will have a big opportunity to participate in putting it all together for a truly sustainable future.

About Accredited Permaculture Training

APT ™ js an Accredited Training Course authorized under the Australian Quality Training Framework, the
government body responsible for accrediting vocational training nation wide.

Competency Based Learning

APT is a ‘competency based’ training package, allowing learning to be much more creative and flexible,
where theory is balanced with healthy amounts of practice. Competencies are skills that students learn. After
these skills are demonstrated to an assessor, students may obtain a "Certificate of Attainment" for their "Unit
of Competency". An example of a Unit of Competency in the APT course is: “Manage a Permaculture Seed
Bank.”

Each Unit of Competency has both theoretical, knowledge based aspects and practical, activity based
aspects. It is the job of the assessor to make sure that students can apply both aspects of their learning to
perform a task or skill (competency) to a required level.

Qualifications

Qualifications (Certificates 1-4 and Diploma) are made up of various Units of Competency- about 10-15
depending on the Qualification. After a student has gained enough Units of Competency they may apply for
a Qualification.

Flexibility
Units of Competency may be learned and assessed in two general ways:

Auspiced Programs - a comprehensive course structure like the Permaforest Trust's program, where it is
possible to gain all of the necessary Units of Competency for a Qualification inside one program of study.

Short Course Auspiced Programs - usually short courses on a particular topic which lead to a Certificate of
Attainment outlining which competencies and/or Units of Competency have been achieved by the student in
the course. Short auspiced courses may be combined to give enough Units of Competency to achieve a full
Qualification.

Recognition of Prior Competency (RPC) - where students gain competencies in a variety of places and
times through a combination of previous work, work on student's own properties, WWOOFing, doing APT ™
short courses, other permaculture training and many other methods. In the case of RPC, students structure
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their own program of training and/or compile evidence of prior experiences, often with the help of an APT
RPC Trainer/Assessor. After completion of their program of evidence gathering and training they are
then assessed for competencies by their Accredited Trainer/Assessor. Rates for RPC are negotiated with
assessor before commencing training.

Competency based learning provides the opportunity for students to learn in a flexible and creative manner
in a realistic setting, making it ideal for learning permaculture skills. Australia is a world leader in
competency-based training.

Program Details

Qualifications We Offer

Certificate 4

Provides a basis in training for people supervising permaculture works, working as project officers on
permaculture projects and those seeking to become permaculture designers and/or advisors. This
Qualification is at the same level as traditional Permaculture Design Course (PDC) training and can be seen
as an extension of that training. Certificate 4 is oriented towards providing the basis for creating skilled
designers whom have some project management skills.

Prerequisites: None.

Requires completion of 12 Units of Competency.

Diploma

Provides a basis in training for people working as project managers on permaculture community
development projects, and those seeking to become professional permaculture systems designers and
consultants. Diploma study is oriented towards providing the foundations for creating skilled, professional
project managers and permaculture designers with a focus on post carbon transition.

Prerequisites: 5 core Units of Competency from Certificate 4.

Our Program

Permaforest Trust offers 2 semesters each year.
Semester 1 : Beginning of March to the end of June.

Semester 2 : End of July to the end of November.

Course Intakes
Students may start their 1st Semester of Training in either Semester 1 or Semester 2 of any year.

Note: There is a four week break between semesters one and two. (See Schedule of Training Modules
below for details and training dates).

Knowledge Based Training (KBT)

KBT delivers the theoretical components necessary to demonstrate competencies in APT ™. Each week of
their first semester students receive one day of Knowledge Based Training (KBT) in the classroom or other
suitable setting. Permaculture Principles and Pathways, by David Holmgren (see www.holmgren.com.au to
purchase), Introduction to Permaculture, by Bill Mollison and Reny Mia Slay and Permaculture: A Designer’s
Manual, by Bill Mollison (see www.tagari.com to purchase) are used as textbooks for KBT. They are
mandatory texts for undertaking the course. It is recommended that students read these texts before
entering the program.

Activity Based Training (ABT)
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ABT delivers practical and theoretical components necessary to demonstrate competencies in APT ™. Each
week of their first semester students receive one day of Activity Based Training (ABT) at a relevant setting.
ABT modules include field trips to relevant properties, businesses and communities; hands on permaculture
activities and projects; and participation in community initiatives.

Course Facilities

Facilities available to students registered in Accredited Permaculture Training with Permaforest Trust include:

Specialized library of relevant permaculture and sustainability books and texts.

Permaculture design studio open 7 days a week for project work and students collaboration.
Computer terminal and internet access.

Facilitated community garden projects with Permaforest Trust partner organisations.
Personal folders, student folders and other web resources on the Permaforest Trust web site.
Listings of accommodation, work, internship and volunteer opportunities.

Reading Week

There is a reading week in the middle of each semester with no formal classes. Individual project work will be
assigned for the reading week.

Attendance and Project Deadlines

During the Byron Bay training semester, students may miss up to one week of training for personal reasons
or to engage in other training opportunities and still be assessed within the Permaforest Trust APT™ course
framework for all competencies needed for their Qualification. Students missing more than one week per
semester are not eligible for custom assessment of competencies gained during absences. Students may
gain the missed competencies during repetition of the missed weeks (where the training program has
remained the same) in subsequent semesters. Or, students may undergo the RPC process (at their cost) to
gain recognition for attainment of competencies missed during absences.

During semesters of supported independent project based training students must attend conference calls,
regularly participate in online forums and submit work before project deadlines in order to prove their status
as full time students. Benefits such as Austudy are dependent on students continuing in full time study for
the duration of the course.

Supported Independent Project Based Training Semest  ers
(Certificate 4 Semester 2 and Diploma Semester 3)

Students may choose to remain in the Byron Bay area during semesters of supported independent project
based training in order to continue to use the design studio and other localized course facilities. Students
may also choose to travel to other parts of Australia or the world to complete their supported independent
project work.

Language, Literacy and Numeracy
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The Permaforest Trust recognises that all Permaculture course include language, literacy and numeracy
tasks. Permaforest Trust and assessors provide to all students:

materials, resources and assessment tools that do not require them to have more complex language,
literacy and numeracy skills than those used in the workplace for the competencies being taught and
assessed.

clear instructions for these language, literacy and numeracy tasks.
opportunities for repeated and supported practice opportunities and for independent practice.

Support in the second semester includes monthly mentored project tutorials (at Byron Bay design studio or
by phone conference link for students working away) and web site forum support.

Refund Policy

The following refund policy will apply if an accepted place is cancelled before the course commences or if a
student withdraws enrolment during the course.

The Registration Fee and Deposit, where levied, is non-refundable and will be deducted from any refunds
specified below:

If a student cancels a confirmed enrolment due to exceptional and compassionate reasons such as
the death or severe illness of a member of their immediate family, a full refund of monies will be
made.

If a student withdraws within the first eight weeks of the course, 50% of the semester’s tuition fees
will be refunded

No refund of monies paid will be made if a student withdraws after the eighth week of the course.
In cases where the Permaforest Trust defaults and is unable to provide a course after formal
acceptance and payment by the student, 100% of the semester’s tuition fees will be refunded.

Recognition of Prior Competency (RPC) Arrangements and Mutual
Recognition

Prospective students who can demonstrate competencies gained outside the Permaforest Trust program
may apply for an assessment of Recognition of Prior Competency and gain dispensation from attending
relevant portions of the program. An Accredited Permaculture Training ™ Assessor will determine the
competencies and Completed Units of Competency attained by the student. A fee shall be charged for this
service.

To undertake assessment for RPC, Students complete the Student Application Form for RPC available from
the Venue’s Trainer.
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Students must clearly show that they are currently competent in the relevant Element(s) within the Unit. They
can use assessment criteria to help determine their eligibility. Evidence could include:

Transcripts of formal qualifications in non-identical training
Formal statements of attainment in non-identical training

Job descriptions of previous and current positions
Supporting letters from professional and skilled tradespeople

Completed Form & Report are returned to the Trainer. Students are to keep a copy of this form.
The RPC judgement is made by the Permaforest Trust qualified assessors.

All applicants have the right to appeal in writing for re-assessment if they believe the initial decision was
incorrect. The review will be made by an independent assessor.

As part of our Mutual Recognition policy, Permaforest Trust and its RTO partners, National Environment
Centre (NEC) of Riverina Institute of TAFE recognise fully and automatically the assessment decisions,
Statements of Attainment and Qualifications issued by other RTOs in any State or Territory of Australia on
production of the official original Certificate or Statement of Attainment by the applicant. Equally, a statement
of Attainment or Qualification issued by NEC Riverina TAFE and ECTS will be recognised by all other RTOs
in any State or Territory of Australia.

Complaints and Appeals Procedure

Complalnts may be made about:
Permaforest Trust trainers and support staff, especially regarding assessments, contact & delivery
techniques.
Administration issues during training.
Other students, people and organizations.
The behaviour of and/or matters relating to other students.

Appeals can be made against decisions made by the Permaforest trust

In the first instance, students are encouraged to raise their complaint with the person(s) concerned, should
they feel comfortable in doing so. Stakeholders are encouraged to seek a satisfactory resolution in a spirit of
goodwill. Should they be unable or unwilling to make this contact, or if their complaint cannot be resolved
satisfactorily, then it is recommended a formal written complaint be lodged, by completing the Complaints
Form and submitting it to the Trainer.

All parties to the client complaint will be informed of the specific allegations made, and be given the
opportunity to respond, including the opportunity to formally present their case. A strict code of confidentiality
will be applied during all stages of the process, with information being provided to people only on a ‘need to
know’ basis. All stakeholders will be provided with timely information of scheduled meeting times so that no
one will be disadvantaged.

The Permaforest Trust will respond to complaints within seven working days wherever possible. If the
complaint is unusually complex and/or involves allegations of misconduct, a resolution should be reached
within fifteen working days of the correct lodgement of the Complaint Form. If a resolution is not possible
within this time frame, the complainant will be informed of the situation.

If the complaint is not resolved, the student can then appeal directly to an independent person. The final
decision will be confirmed in writing to all parties.
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Required Materials, Equipment and Other Expenses

Drafting and Drawing Supplies : Students will need to purchase basic drafting and drawing supplies
including a drawing board (to fit A3 paper), t square, triangles rules, scale rulers, pencils, three black markers
of different line thickness and coloured pencils. These supplies should cost no more than $100 from a good
office supply store.

Online Time : Student should also plan to finance an average of four hours each week on a computer
terminal- either their own or a commercial terminal. Discount wireless internet access and computer terminal
use may be available in Byron Bay to APT students.

Printing and Copying:  Students should expect to budget amounts for printing and copying into digital
format of project work and for sundry expenses related to study and training in practical permaculture, design
and project management.

Digital Camera: Students must have a still digital camera with 3 Megabite capacity or over and it must have
the capacity to take short video footage. This is a course requirement and project work cannot be completed
without it.

Laptop Computer: It is recommended that Diploma students have a current lap top computer with wireless
connectivity.
